 An introduction to computer programming and robotics using LEGO MindStorms robotic kit 
with National Instruments Lab View as the software environment. Fundamentals of electric circuits and 
electronics, computer mathematics, electrical engineering, computer programming, and maintaining a 
safe environment will be introduced as required during the course. 

Each student will receive a personal microprocessor programming development kit containing all 
hardware and software required to create a working prototype of their design. The development kit is 
not  a “toy”; it contains professional software and hardware in use by engineers to create new products 
that use microprocessors. 

The student will learn:  

 Safety with electricity, what makes a computer work, what are microprocessors and
